3. HHHE Future Strategy

In order to increase the access of underprivileged people to
HHHE resources, make its services more effective, and avoid
duplication in service delivery, HHHE has devised a new
strategy to have partnership with Nepal Netra Jyoti Sangha
(NNJS), the umbrella organization of all the eye hospitals in
Nepal. Towards that end, HHHE is signing a Memorandum of
Understanding (MoU) with NNJS on January 20, 2023 in
Kathmandu. Since NNJS has skilled human resource and
infrastructures, it is expected that the relationship with this

organization will make the distribution system of HHHE
resources transparent and equitable.

The collaboration with NNJS will help HHHE identify the real
needs in the sector of eye health service in Nepal. HHHE will
adapt its future projects and supports based on the
recommendations from NNJS and real needs of the
community.
